| went to church on Sunday at “Arise” in Wellington where Lorna and Erica Stewart
worship. It was a great service, several hundred mostly younger people present with a
good and lively band (I didn’t know most of the songs so that wasn’t so good for me), an
interesting panel discussion and nice friendly people. The thing that stood out most was
their positive attitudes. They are doing a thrust to “Love Kapiti” because they are starting
a new congregation there - so to let people know they are coming they are going all out
to be a blessing to the community with free family activities, and picking up rubbish etc.
The topic for the Sunday was Sex, and they faced up squarely to the issues of
singleness, premarital sex, homosexuality, sexuality within marriage. They didn’t squirm
when they affirmed the orthodox Christian standards of chastity outside of marriage and
faithfulness within. They said their church should be known more for what it is for than
what it is against. When they discussed extramarital affairs their line was “the grass is
not greener on the other side of the fence - the grass is greener where you water it.” All
the hot topics they touched on were done with understanding and in such a positive life
affirming way. | was impressed.
I am not sure the St Columba’s people want their musicians to be bouncing up and down
like they were on pogo sticks but enthusiasm is catchy, a positive faith in a real world is
catchy, confidence in the gospel is catchy. They are growing - not because they don’t
see the problems or know life is challenging for people but because they see the wisdom
and the power of God.
Some people see problems and darkness everywhere, some see the end of the world as
we know it, the demise of the church or family life or the economy or ... Maybe like the
Psalmists and the Arise Church - we should face up to the real issues as they are - but
do so in a positive life affirming, faith orientated way. Neither avoiding the issues nor
being overwhelmed by them because God is at our side and is at work. | liked Psalm
130 which does this:
From the depths of despair, O Lord, | call for your help.
Hear my cry, O Lord. Pay attention to my prayer.
Lord, if you kept a record of our sins, who, O Lord, could ever survive?
But you offer forgiveness, that we might learn to fear you.
| am counting on the Lord; yes, | am counting on him. | have put my hope in his word.
| long for the Lord more than sentries long for the dawn, yes, more than sentries
long for the dawn.
7. O Israel, hope in the Lord; for with the Lord there is unfailing love. His redemption
overflows.
8. He himself will redeem Israel from every kind of sin.
This is great because it affirms forglveness for the past, hope for the future and through
it all an unshakable confidence in God who is described as having unfailing love, and
one who is active to redeem and save.
The invitation of Christians is not to worship in any particular style but to have a “real
world faith” that sees life as it is (the real world) yet also to have faith (trust in the wisdom
and work of God). May your real world faith be catchy. May your confidence in the
presence and power of God be inspiring to those around you. And may God’s blessings
be with you all.

We are very grateful for the work they have done in helping turn the youth hall into a
friendly, warm and inviting place. Helping to strip the walls of all the old lining, replacing it
with new materials and then helping to paint it with the new vibrant colours has enabled
the youth to have a room they can meet in and enjoy and fellowship together. The doors
have now been replaced and painted in the new wonderful colours.

Some of the congregation have engaged Alex and Felix in work that they needed doing
around their homes and that provided some income towards their board.

We are extremely grateful to Keith Woodcock for providing these young men with a warm
comfortable home to live in while in Taradale. It has been a big learning curve for the
three of them as they learnt about tolerance, sharing, cooking different foods and endless
computer hours. Keith feels they have helped him in his quest to find himself and to
readjust his life for what God has ahead of him.

Thank you to the Cushens and Brett and Sue who invited Alex and Felix into their homes
for meals on a monthly basis.

As we look ahead to inviting more students to come to St Columba’s, we need firstly to
find suitable accommodation, and to encourage more participation from the congregation
to embrace these people and to show them the warmth of our Church Family.

On 20" June at 5.30 p.m. we are holding a mid winter Christmas dinner / farewell for Alex
and Felix. The cost will be $10 per adult and $5 per child. We want these men to
experience the sort of food we have at Christmas.

There will be a list in the foyer at Church for you to register.

We pray God’s richest blessing on both Alex and Felix as they return to their homes to
continue their studies.

Enclosed with this issue of Halo is our annual Thank Offering envelope; the dedication
will be during the service on Sunday 21% June.

This offering is traditionally to assist with a budget deficit or capital expenditure.

This year we have both — an estimated substantial deficit which is partially the result of
recent capital spending. $15, 240.62 has been the cost of the additional three toilets,
and $4979.47 (excluding grant received) has been spent on the Youth Group room up-
grade.

Both of these have been of benefit to our church at large. The previous two only toilets
have on occasions been inadequate when there have been large attendances or groups
using our building complex. The upgraded youth room has given us an additional warm
room with screen projection facilities. Both projects have been invaluable with our ex-
panding building usage and community outreach.

If you have not seen these improvements you are encouraged to view them when you
are next at church. In doing this you will also go through the currently named ‘creche’
which is the next necessary building upgrade.

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The Rev Bill Moore and his wife, Grace, shifted to Taradale in September 2007. In
response to a request, Bill has written for Halo about their lives.

I was born in Wellington in 1934 and our family shifted to Lower Hutt in 1941. | become
very active in Knox Presbyterian Church. After undertaking an industrial course at the
local Technical College, | went to Wellington’s Victoria University College, as it was then
called, to study science.

In my teen years | was very active in the Bible Class movement and during my university
studies | sensed a strong call to be a Presbyterian minister. Therefore, after completing
my Science degree, | began studies for a BA, which | never completed as | failed the final
unit — it was Greek Stage 2 and languages were certainly not my strong point.

However, | later did complete the post-graduate Bachelor of Divinity degree during my
three years of theological studies at the Theological Hall in Dunedin.

Halfway through my theological studies | became engaged to Heather Paterson of Lower
Hutt and she spent the last year of my studies in Scotland visiting her many Scottish
relations. My fellow students used to say that with all the letters we exchanged we kept
the post office in business that year!

We were married in January 1960 and, after our honeymoon, we shifted to Napier, where
| was ordained and inducted into the Ahuriri-Putorino Parish. Initially we lived in a little
bach opposite the airport entrance until a new manse was built in Charles Street. It was
great being around for that as we were able to choose the fittings, colour scheme etc. It
was like building your own house and not having to pay for it! There were eight centres in
the parish where | took services, although not every Sunday! We thoroughly enjoyed our
six and a half years there during which our daughters, Sheena and Kensie, were born.
They were spoilt by the parishioners for whom it was a novelty to have babies in the
manse. (Incidentally, | served as Interim Moderator of the Taradale Parish in 1961-62.)
In 1966 we shifted to the Waipukurau Parish, where there were only four churches in
which to take services, along with a monthly one at Pukeora Home for the Disabled where
| was a chaplain. We were very involved in the life of the church and community. Earlier,
in 1962, | had been appointed Clerk of the Hawke’s Bay Presbytery and | continued doing
that task for a total of ten years, which gave me a good insight into the total Hawke’s Bay
church scene.

Our next shift, in 1974, was to Andersons Bay — a strong Dunedin suburban parish. It
seemed strange at first having only one worship centre. But there was plenty to do! In
1981 | took study leave and did a three month course in Clinical Pastoral Education at
Porirua Hospital. Here the seeds were sown which led to me being appointed in 1982 as
one of the three Ecumenical Chaplains to the Dunedin hospitals. | specialised for over
sixteen years in the care of the elderly, while having responsibilities in other areas of the
hospitals too. | also served for the last six years as Co-ordinator of Chaplaincy Services —
like the boss man. | found it a great privilege to share with patients and their relatives in
their times of anxiety, perplexity and sorrow, as well as the celebration of recovery. |
loved working in both a supportive chaplaincy team and the multi-disciplinary hospital
team. | was also able to use my love of singing in hymn singing sessions with long-term
residents, especially those suffering from dementia.

During twenty-one of my Dunedin years | sang in the Royal Dunedin Male Choir, which
meant much to me. Sadly, because of throat problems, | no longer sing.

Like many of those | ministered to, | experienced great sadness in 1992 and 1993 when
my wife, Heather, suffered from cancer and ultimately died. The outstanding support of
my friends and hospital staff at that time was very special.

In 1966 | was invited to be the guest preacher at the centenary celebrations of Knox
Church, Ahuriri. To my and her surprise a whirlwind romance took place at those
celebrations between me and Grace Haliburton. She, along with her late husband, had
been special friends of Heather and myself back in the 1960s. We were married the
following January and Grace shifted to my home in Dunedin. i
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Grace was born in Invercargill when her father, Bill Carmichael, was minister of the
Fortrose Presbyterian Church. Her family moved to the parishes of Knox, Hamilton; St
David’s, Napier; and St Giles’, Wellington. Grace worked for the Guardian Trust in Napier
and Wellington before marrying Bruce and shifting to the Haliburton farm at Kotemaori.
Tragically, Bruce died suddenly during a family holiday in 1987. Grace and her son and
daughter shifted to Kennedy Road in Napier. When | retired from my hospital chaplaincy
position in 1999, Grace and | shifted to her former home in Kennedy Road. We attended
St Stephen’s Church, then St Paul’s, until we downsized to our present home in Avondale
Road and joined St Columba’s.

In retirement we are fond of walking, tramping, travelling and gardening, while I find plenty
to keep me occupied on my computer. | had a long stint as Secretary-Treasurer for the
local Hospital Chaplaincy Committee. Actually, | have had a range of secretarial or other
committee posts through nearly all my life.

We love keeping in touch with our families in Napier, Palmerston North and Brisbane.

PEOPLE So many strong women of faith concerned with mission, sharing the Gospel,
with the environment, caring for our work as Presbyterian women and communicating with
our parishes and Presbyteries that APW is providing a voice for women.

PRAYER We listened to the creation story as it relates to us in Aotearoa/New
Zealand. We need to remember that it was completed with a day of rest. Exodus 20
suggests the same idea. In our prayer times we thought about the need to pause in our
daily lives, to rest, to discard the clutter in our lives, to make space and enjoy peace.
PRAISE ‘Music is the life blood of worship’;’ He/she who sings prays twice’. These
are just two of the quotes used by the music workshop facilitator. The elements of the
church service were discussed and appropriate hymns and songs sung. What wonderful
new possibilities used in conjunction with the best of the traditional are available for
worship.

One of the circumstances where people come to us for help with food, is when there is no
income coming in to the household. Their work has ceased and they have prior to this,
been living hand to mouth on low wages. They have to survive for several weeks until a
benefit comes through, or until starting another job and in the meantime they are not
eligible/ or have received all help available through Winz.

| had a chap with a young family come in who had worked for three years with the same
company and had been made redundant. He had been directed to another job, which was
totally different to what he had been doing. It caused him severe stress, he felt he couldn’t
go on and handed in his notice. He is on the understanding that as a result, he is not
eligible for Winz assistance. He was so humble, said it was his own fault, he should have
persevered but suffered from claustrophobia and the job required working in very confined
spaces under buildings. He was extremely grateful to receive a food parcel and was
referred to another service for help with the situation.

In saying this, we understand Winz have a very difficult job. At Foodbank, we also need to
have limits. | am more and more often having to decline people who come in to
Community House. We are the ambulance at the bottom of the cliff when other avenues
have been exhausted and it isn't easy declining help when someone reaches the end of
the road. Of course, some people use the system, but as it is a process to get a food
parcel, | think the majority of these are weeded out. Otherwise, our resources might be
unable to cope and we also have a duty to be fair both to the donors and recipients of
food.
